The Tabernacle Baptist Church Scholarship Program is offered to members of Tabernacle Baptist Church. 

Scholarships are awarded per semester depending on the monies donated to the designated scholarship fund. 

No church monies are budgeted or designated for this fund; therefore, the funds are limited. 

 

Eligibility Requirements 
 

• Must be an active member of Tabernacle Baptist Church. 

• Show proof of participation in a community outreach activity and a ministry in the church. 

• Must be a prospective high school graduate or continuing education student in the year of application. 

• Must use funds for undergraduate or graduate studies. 

• Must have a cumulative overall grade point average (G.P.A.) of 3.0 or above. 

• Submit ALL required documentation and copies of registration as a student. This can include 

acceptance letter from college or university, registration of enrolled classes for the upcoming 

semester. 

 

 

Application Summary 
 

• All applications must be typed or clearly printed in blue or black ink. 

• All applicants must include an official high school transcript or undergraduate transcript. 

• Must submit two (2) letters of recommendation (recommenders cannot be related to applicant): 

 o One letter of recommendation from a person within the church leadership who knows the 

spiritual relationship and/or stewardship of the applicant. This can come from the Pastor, 

Diaconate, Ministry Leader, or Christian Education Committee. 

o Second letter of recommendation must be from a current/former teacher, guidance counselor, 

principal who knows the academic capabilities of the applicant.  Include the two (2) letters of 

· recommendation in sealed envelopes with your completed application. 
 

 
Notification of Award 

 

Members of the Tabernacle Baptist Church Scholarship Committee/Christian Education Committee will meet 

to designate scholarship recipients. The Chairperson of the scholarship committee or his/her designee will 

notify all recipients and non-recipients of their status. Each applicant will receive notification after the 

scholarship committee has completed the review process.
